Friends      Autumn term 1

Physical Development
As well as beginning to use our hall and getting used to the space, we will also be developing our gross motor skills, thinking carefully about the skill of balance and control. We will focus on developing our fine motor skills needed for a secure and effective pen grip – we call these ‘pinchy fingers’. There will be lots of threading and manipulating pegs as well as big scale movements using our outdoor area. 
Supporting the learning at home
· Establish a routine with your child where you can read together each evening and practise the letter sounds that will be coming home soon.
· Practise counting games and songs together.
· Practise writing your name.
· Talk about what makes a good friend. 

 
Mathematics
The focus this half-term will be basic number work (recognition and amounts), including counting, and some practical activities on shape and measuring. We will also develop their mathematical skills through play based experiences and children’s interests.

Religious Education
In Early years children will learn not only did God create our world but that he also created them and they are loved by him as a part of God’s family. They will begin to think about how this relates to looking after themselves and God’s world.
 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Literacy    We will be introducing the children to the books and characters we will be using to help them on the exciting journey towards becoming readers. Keep an eye on their book bags as we shall also start sending books home very soon. We shall begin by sending home wordless books so that the children can enjoy ‘reading’ to you by imagining what the book might say if it had words. Books will be changed every Wednesday. They will start learning to recognise letter sounds and begin to form these in class. We will focus on writing our name and other short words. We will send home handwriting/ home task books for the children and ask that, if you are able to, you spend some time reinforcing our sessions by looking at letter formation and pencil grip together at home.  We will also introduce Drawing Club where children are immersed in a different text per week, creating codes and using their imagination as well as developing their drawing and writing skills.
Expressive arts and design 
This half-term we will be learning to develop our own interests in the creative area, and to explore the wonder of art in nature. We will work on singing some familiar nursery rhymes and counting songs. We will also work on our independent painting and drawing skills, including colour mixing and how to use a paintbrush effectively (wiping the brush, cleaning the water, etc). 

Catholic Social Teaching
‘Do you want to be friends?’ ‘Would you like to play with me?’ We will explore these questions and the theme of friendship, being kind and working together, showing solidarity and the common good. We will learn all about how to be a good friend and who helps us around the school.
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
