!rough an excellent Catholic
education, with Christ at the centre
and founded on the principle of
partnership and community, each
individual’s God-given potential is
drawn out.

!e majority of the Catholic schools in
Sussex are state-funded. !ese
schools (listed later in this booklet) are
#ee and do not require fees.

A Summary of the Process

Visit the Catholic schools in your area and read each school’s prospectus in
detail (available online or #om the schools). Also look at each school’s Ofsted and
Catholic School Inspection reports. Finally get to know each school’s Admissions
Policy, Oversubscription Criteria and Supplementary Information Form.

For Parents/Carers seeking a place at a Catholic primary school, the steps below
will help to optimise the chances of success:

1. Be informed

2. Choose up to Three Schools

3. Fill in a Common Application Form

A&er your research, choose three schools that will be suitable for your child.
Decide in which preference order to list the schools, having read their
Oversubscription Criteria. Note that Criteria can change annually and "om
school to school. Ensure you list all the Catholic schools you like as the "rst
preferences. !is will maximise your chances of a place at a Catholic school.
Ensure too that you have one realistic choice (a school where you are very likely
to be o$ered a place) as one of the three schools.

Fill in a Common Application Form (CAF) #om the Local Authority (LA) in
which you live. You MUST complete a LA application form listing and ranking up
to three schools that you prefer your child to go to in the following September.
You must use the CAF of the LA in whose area you live. Without this form, your
application will NOT be valid. For all of the preferences listed on the CAF, your
child will be considered against the admission criteria of the schools concerned.

Applying to Catholic Primary Schools



On 16th April (or the next working day), the LA (on behalf of the governors) will
inform you whether you have an o$er of a place. You will have a short time to
accept the o$er. If you are one of the very few who have not been o$ered a place,
the LA may allocate a place in a school which you have not chosen. If you have
applied to and not been o$ered a place at a school, you have a right of appeal to
an independent Appeal Panel. Details are available #om each school.

4. Fill in a Supplementary Information Form

5. Return the CAF and SIF by 15th January

6. What happens next?

!e order you list schools should indicate your genuine order of preference for
the schools. Some parents are worried that where they place a school in their
order of preference will a$ect their chances of ge%ing a place. #is is not true.
#e school will not know which position you ranked them on the CAF and
is not allowed to ask. You are strongly advised to name all three schools on the
CAF, in case your higher preferences are unsuccessful. Most applicants complete
the CAF online. Keep a copy of the CAF for reference.

Fill in a Supplementary Information Form (SIF) for every Catholic school you
apply to. You MUST complete a SIF for every Catholic school to which you apply.
!e SIF will ask you questions such as whether your child is a baptised Catholic
and in which parish you live. Catholic schools will generally require a Baptismal
Certi"cate as evidence. Some schools’ Criteria need your priest’s signature. If the
la%er, it is a good idea to get hold of the SIFs for all of the schools you have
chosen before seeking your priest’s signature.!is way you will only need to visit
the priest once. Keep a copy of the SIF for reference.

Return the CAF to the LA (usually online) by the closing date of 15th January
(7½ months prior to admission). !e closing date for SIFs and accompanying
baptism certi"cates etc. is also 15th January. Each SIF should be returned to each
applicable school, not the LA. Do not miss the closing date. If forms are late,
your application will be processed a&er everyone else has been o$ered a place.
